
 
COMMON QUESTIONS ASKED ABOUT STUDEBAKER MIDDLE SCHOOL 

 
1. What time do I catch the bus? 

Please check the Huber Heights Courier on Wednesday, August 12, for the bus schedule. For the 
last two years a card was sent to each student at their home.    

2. Where does the bus drop us off and where do we load at the end of the day? 
  The east driveway and behind the school, next to the ramp. 
3. When do we eat lunch? 
  During 5th period 
    ♦6th grade---10:43 to 11:13 
    ♦7th grade---11:18 to 11:48 
    ♦8th grade---11:53 to 12:23 
4.  How much does breakfast/lunch cost? 

A breakfast plate is $1.50, lunch is $ 2.50. (Prices subject to change).  You may not borrow 
lunch money through the cafeteria.  If you forget your lunch money, you must see the principal 
for a generic lunch of peanut butter crackers and milk.  This will cost $.80*. 

5.   When can I go to my locker? 
  After every class period except during 5th period (lunch period). 
6. Can I carry my bookbag to my classes? 
  No.  Bookbags must be left in your locker periods 1 through 7 UNLESS you have Gym, Health,  

General Music, or Technology 7th period.  These classrooms are located on the opposite side of  
the building from your locker.  Students in those classes 7th period should go to their lockers 
after 6th period and may bring their coats and book bags to their 7th period class. 

7.  What if I am late to class? 
  Most of the time during the first few days the teachers will not give a negative  
  consequence.  After the first few days, you will receive a “stop sheet,” closed lunch, or    

 writing assignment for tardies to class.  Detentions will not be assigned before or after school. 
8. What should I bring to school on the first day? 
  A notebook, pencil, pen and lunch money. 
9.  How much are my school fees? 

General school fees for 6, 7, & 8th grades are $40.00 (Prices subject to change).  This will cover 
the following:  workbook fees, one combination lock, a student agenda book, The Ohio 
Achievement Test Book, computer lab fees, Land lab fees, and field trip fees to the Challenger 
Space Center (at Kiser Middle School). There will be a replacement cost for lost or stolen locks 
and agenda books.  
Additional fees are charged for extra and co-curricular activities. 
Fee checks should be made to:  
HUBER HEIGHTS CITY SCHOOLS and must include the student’s first and last name.   

10.  Where are my classrooms? 
Most of your classes, five or six out of seven, will be in the west wing of the building.  Gym,  
Gateway to Technology, Health, and General Music, will be in other parts of the building.
